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KHSAA OVERVIEW
HISTORY

	 In 1917 the principals of a few schools or-
ganized the Kentucky High School Athletic As-
sociation to regulate, develop and purify high 
school athletics. Since then each high school 
accredited by the Kentucky Department of 
Education has been eligible to join through 
application by the Principal and the approval 
of the local Superintendent. In 2008-2009 there 
were 279 members. The Association is a self-
managing entity, through which the member 
schools work cooperatively for the betterment 
of the program. The rules and regulations are 
made by the local board appointed represen-
tative selected by school personnel.

	 The general control is lodged with an 18 
member Board of Directors, referred to as 
the Board of Control.  Fourteen members are 
elected by the member schools and four are 
appointed by the Kentucky Board of Educa-
tion. The Association is operated under the 
direction of the Kentucky Board of Education 
and the Kentucky Commissioner of Education. 
The KHSAA Board of Control selects a Commis-
sioner for the Association and the Commissioner 
hires the assistants necessary to administer the 
many functions of the association. The duties 
and authority of the Commissioner are defined 
by the Constitution and Bylaws. These are as 
binding on the Commissioner and staff as they 
are on the member schools.

AUTHORITY

KRS 156.070 (2) requires the Kentucky Board of Education (KBE) to manage and control the common 
schools, including interscholastic athletics in the schools, and authorizes the KBE to designate an agency 
to manage athletics. This administrative regulation designates an agent for high school athletics; es-
tablishes the financial planning and review processes for the agent; and incorporates by reference 
the bylaws, procedures and rules of the agent.

The KHSAA is the designated agency of the Kentucky Board of Education as per Kentucky Administra-
tive Regulation 702 KAR 7:065. This designation and subsequent regulations have evolved since the 
late 1970s when it was legislated that the ultimate jurisdiction for all scholastic related programs was 
under the authority of the Kentucky Board of Education.

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	 KHSAA revenue is generated primarily from state championship tournament receipts, member 
school dues, corporate partnerships and officials’ fees. The budget is approved annually by the Board of 
Control. For 2008-2009, the approved budget was $3.67 million.   In 2008-09 revenues, gains and support 
specifically include Member School Fees, Tournament Receipts, Dawahares/KHSAAHall of Fame Events, 
Public & Corporate Support, Advertising, and the sale of publications. Financial Information is on a cash 
basis and taken from the draft KHSAA accounting records prior the 2008-09 audit to be performed by 
Stivers and Associates.

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KHSAA FINANCES
 One of the most important benefits the KHSAA offers the membership is providing catastrophic insurance 
for student athletes.  The KHSAA has seen a rise in some expenses due to increases in insurance costs. 
Eligibility, rules compliance and enforcement is an ongoing initiative of the association.   The Association 
has streamlined the due process procedure and hired in house general counsel in an effort to contain 
costs and help reduce legal fees. In 1999 the catastrophic insurance premium was $87,000; this amount has 
increased since 1999 to nearly $200,000 for 2008-2009. Legal fees were reduced to approximately $160,000 
for the 2008-2009 school year.

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Commissioner Brigid DeVries, and Assistant Commissioners Michael Barren, Darren Bilberry, Butch Cope, 
and Julian Tackett, supervised the conducting of nine Baseball clinics, 11 Basketball rules clinics,  nine 
Football rules clinics, nine Golf rules clinics, 11 Soccer rules clinics, nine Softball rules clinics, five Swimming 
rules clinics, nine Track rules clinics, nine Cross Country clinics, nine Volleyball rules clinics and five Wrestling 
clinics. All clinics, held during the January to December, 2009 period, were conducted for coaches and 
officials except Swimming which was for officials only. 

The KHSAA Board of Control 
through the Commissioner’s 
office provides for the licensing 
and regulat ion of contest 
officials in Baseball, Basketball, 
Cross Country, Field Hockey, 
Football, Fast Pitch Softball, 
Slow Pitch Softball, Soccer, 
Swimming, Track, Volleyball 
and Wrestling.  The Board also 
provides for the cancellation of 
such registration for just cause, 
for the setting of l icensing 
fees, and for the establishment 
of classif ication levels and 
requirements for those levels. 
Officials division policies are in 
compliance with the Federal 
Consent Decree of 1971, as 
amended in 1987 and are 
approved by the Board of 
Control.

Officiating is not easy, and 
certainly not suited for every 
individual.  A good official 
needs to possess cer ta in 
characteristics such as quick 
reaction time, confidence, 
calmness, consistency, good 
j u d g m e nt,  co o p e ra t i o n ,

knowledge of the rules, duties 
and mechan ics ,  p rofess iona l 
appearance, top conditioning, 
courtesy, a sense of humor, and 
courage.

T h e Kent uck y  H i g h Sch o o l 
Athletic Association believes that 
officiating is an important part of the 
athletic program.  For this reason, 
considerable time, effort and money 
is spent on training opportunities 
such as clinics, videotaping and 
mater ials designed to increase 
the knowledge and improve the 
techniques of officials.  The Board of 
Control, through the Commissioner, 
has allowed for the designation 
of a member of the Association 
staff to serve as the Supervisor of 
Officials for all KHSAA sports.  This 
allows even more emphasis to be 
placed on recruitment and training 
of officials.

In athletics, the official represents 
the integrity of the contest.  By his/
her action, on and off the field, 
court or pool, the official must earn 
through unquestioned honesty, 
demonst rated abi l i ty, obvious 
devotion and full understanding

attributes for fine officiating.

To  a ch i eve  o f f i c i a t i n g 
excellence, an official must 
combine his/her knowledge 
of the playing rules with proper 
officiating mechanics.  The 
official must be responsible 
for participants in the contest 
receiving his/ her best effort 
to the end that he/she wil l 
“reach into the rule”, refuse 
to be intimidated by players, 
coaches or fans, give the play 
the ful l f lexibi l ity of his/her 
judgment, and implement his/
her knowledge and ability with 
intell igence, understanding 
and courage.  

An official must possess an 
inner desi re to continual ly 
improve and strive to be one of 
the best. Certainly, all officials 
will not succeed in becoming 
top officials, but most certainly, 
the official who lacks this desire 
has stopped growing as an 
official.
