WOODFORD COUNTY CAPTURES WRESTLING TITLE

Woodford County captured its 12" KHSAA State Wrestling Championship Saturday night at the Frankfort Convention
Center. The Jackets finished first with 183.5 points. LaRue County and Ryle tied for second at 138.5 while defending
champion Campbell County was fourth at 131.5 and Wayne County fifth at 121.5.

Richard Starks was the lone individual champion for the Jackets, taking home the 189-pound weight class title. Coty
Lewis was the other Woodford County wrestler in a final match, but came up short in a 5-3 loss to Fern Creek’s Caleb
Wood.

Wayne County (103 and 130), Ryle (119, 140), Lawrence County (135, 145) and Trinity (Louisville) (171, 275) each had
two individual state champions.
